The report shows that 5,016 henvy
and 9,268 lght guns will be requiresd
to equlp the regulars and Natjonnl
Gunrd, on a basis of six rifles to i
regiment, and  with adequate re-|
serves, It is recommended that Con-
gress Lo asked to supply funds for!
the purchnse cach year of enough,
guns to equlp  new -units of efther|
serviee added under the natlonal de-;
fenso net.
